Hints:
Show all your work, you’ll need a separate sheet of paper.

Remember to plot and label all courses, fixes, and positions appropriately.

When describing aids to navigation, spell everything out, don’t just write the abbreviations found on the chart.

Measure carefully and accurately.

Now we suddenly find ourselves on the other side of the Pacific Ocean, off the coast of Taiwan.

1. Plot a course from the An-p’ing Kang entrance to the Tso-Ying entrance.

2. How long would it take you to motor this course at 12 knots?  If you depart at 1245, what is your estimated time of arrival?

3. Describe the IALA marking system for navigation buoys and marks.  (Hint:  Check Chart #1)

4. Where are you if you see a sunken ship including an exposed hull .6 nm away at relative bearing 312º and masts at relative bearing 132º?
